CONDITIONS OF PLAY

Teeing Ground
Format


All players will play from the Black Tees.

18-Hole Stroke Play
Doubt as to Procedure (Rule 3-3) & Provisional Ball (Rule 27-2)

If a competitor is doubtful to his rights or the correct procedure during the play of a hole, the competitor may, without penalty, complete the hole with two balls. The competitor must designate which ball to count if the Rules permit, and the situation must be reported at the scoring area when the scorecard is signed. 
If a ball may be lost or out of bounds, the player should declare and hit a provisional ball. If the original ball is found and not out of bounds, the provisional ball must be abandoned while continuing play with the original ball.

Pace of Play

Pace of Play is set at 4 hours and 30 minutes (18-holes). Please maintain Pace of Play and position with the group immediately ahead of you. When a group is out of position at any time, the group is subject to monitoring and timing per the Pace of Play Policy. 
Late to Start, Footwear, & Conforming Equipment
Note under Rule 6-3: If a player arrives within 5 minutes of their starting time, a two stroke penalty is assessed. After that, the player is disqualified. Proper footwear and conforming equipment is required with a penalty of disqualification for the breach of this condition.

Circle 9 (Option for non-qualifiers to State Championship)

Any competitor may choose to use a “Circle 9” in scoring, but then he will NOT be eligible for any individual awards and the score CANNOT be used as a score for their team. “Circle 9” scores will be marked with an asterisk when posting scores following play.

Settling Ties
All ties for KHSAA State Championship qualifying positions will be decided by a sudden-death playoff following the conclusion of regulation play. The starting hole for the playoff will be determined by the Committee based on course availability. 
ADDENDUM TO LOCAL RULES

Out of Bounds

Out of bounds is defined by white lines, inside edge of white stakes/fence posts/public street curbs/player parking area or any combination thereof. 
Entry road between 16 and 17 is NOT considered out of bounds.  The tennis courts to the left of Hole #11 are considered out of bounds.
Ground Under Repair

May include areas of unusual damage, area of cart traffic, or seasonal conditions, but only when so declared by an authorized tournament official. 
Water Hazards / Drop Zones

Lateral hazards are marked with red lines. Water hazards are marked by yellow lines. Drop zones will be available on Hole #1 (short of hazard on left near cart path for a ball in hazard short of green), #1 (behind the green for a ball in hazard over green), #7 (to right side of pond), and #15 (short of hazard in left rough) as an additional option of relief for a ball known or virtually certain to be in the water hazard.

Power Lines

If a ball strikes an elevated power line or cable, the stroke is canceled and the player must play a ball as nearly as possible at the spot from which the original ball was played in accordance with Rule 20-5. (NOTE: Poles and towers supporting the lines/cables are obstructions not included in this requirement to cancel the stroke.)
Immovable Obstructions

White-lined areas tying into roads/paths have the same status as the roads or paths, that of obstructions. The fence to the right of the cart path between #4 and #5 is considered part of the cart path with free relief for interference from stance or swing. Balls that end up on the driving range side of the fence will be considered out of bounds. Tree wrappings, electrical wires, and cables closely attached to trees are NOT considered obstructions; therefore, there is no relief without penalty.
Embedded Ball Rule

A ball that is embedded in its own pitch-mark in the ground through the green may be lifted, without penalty, cleaned, and dropped as near as possible to where it lay but not nearer the hole. The ball when dropped must first strike a part of the course through the green.

Distance Measuring Devices

Players may obtain distance information by use of a distance-measuring device. If, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect his play (e.g. elevation changes, wind speed, etc.), the player is in breach of Rule 14-3.

Cell Phones
Cell phones must be turned off during play except to call for rulings or an emergency.

Practice Between Holes

Between the play of two holes, a player must not make any practice stroke on or near the putting green of the hole last played.

Advice

Advice is any counsel or suggestion which could influence a player in determining his/her play, the choice of a club or the method of making a stroke. Any conversation between players or player/spectator, including that in their native language, may be construed as advice. In either instance, penalty for breach of this rule is two strokes. Players are responsible for the actions of their spectators in regards to this rule. Designated coaches are exempt from this and must follow the current coaching rule that is listed on the KHSAA Local Rules & Conditions of Competition. Coaches are prohibited from being on the putting greens and entering hazards (other than during a search).
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
